It is important for the classroom teachers to be aware of which outside therapies your child is
involved in so that we can all work together to assist your child.

THE IMPORTANCE OF HOME READING

Reading to our children is just as important as listening
to our children read aloud. Not only does this practice
foster a love of reading, it helps to extend literacy skills
such as fluency, vocabulary and comprehension. Consult
with your child’s teacher about the appropriate reading
level your child should be bringing home. Remember,
home readers should be easier than the text levels read
in class. This is because home reading should focus on
the skills of fluency and comprehension, not decoding or
word attack skills (e.g. sounding out). Home reading
should foster an enjoyment of reading, not be a chore.
